SECTION 1. That pursuant  to the  provisions  of  Section  5705.1  9(Y)  of  the  Ohio  Revised  Code,  it is necessary  that  an

additional tax be levied  in excess  of  the  ten-mill  limitation  for  the  benefit  of  the  Brown  County  Senior  Citizens  Council  and

Adams  & Brown  Counties  Economic  Opportunities,  Inc. Senior  Programs,  for  the  purpose  of providing  or maintaining

senior  citizens services  or  facilities  for  the  elderly  citizens  of Brown  County,  Ohio,  at a rate  not  exceeding  eight-tenths  of  a

mill  for  each  one  dollar  of  valuation,  which  amounts  to eight  cents  for  each  one  hundred  dollars  of  valuation,  for  a five  year
period  of  time.
